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1. Compliance with laws and regulations (n1sdfiidiaunnuuiauazsyiiiauziaiiveu)

Suppliers shall comply with all applicable domestic and international laws (including but not limited to personal
data protection law) as well as regulations, industry standards, and any other relevant regulations whichever
requires impose the highest standards. If so required by law, Suppliers register or obtain license required for
their operation.
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2. Doing business with integrity and carefulness (n1satiiugsAacraaudadatigasanas
saumau)

Suppliers shall conduct their business on the highest ethical standards. Suppliers shall comply with all applicable
domestic and international laws and regulations, particularly those regarding corruption, bribery, anti-
trust/competition, intellectual property, and conflicts of interest. In addition, Supplier shall establish a Business
Continuity Plan (BCP) that includes risk assessments of threats e.g. epidemic, earthquakes, floods and fires.
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3. Anti-Corruption/Anti-Bribery (n1ssiasinuni1snaza / easrunishiinazsuduuu)

Suppliers shall not allow improper business operation or violation of laws, such as corruption, extortion,
embezzlement, bribery or kickbacks including not engage in any act of corruption or in any form of bribery.
Suppliers commit to adopt a transparent approach to all business dealings and a zero tolerance policy towards
any activity amounting or likely to lead to bribery or corruption. In addition, Suppliers, Supplier’s staffs, employees
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and outsource staffs must follow their corporate standards of ethical business conduct and must ensure
compliance with applicable laws, rules and regulations. Suppliers shall promptly report the behavior or concerns
of bribery and corruption whether internal or external through the ttb Financial Business Group.
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4. Confidential information and personal data protection (A1s5n2aaANNRLLATANSANATAY
siayasdiiuynaa)

Suppliers acknowledge that any information received from the ttb Financial Business Group,
in whatsoever form, in relation to the ttb Financial Business Group’s business including but
not limited to financial information, marketing plan, business strategy, budgets, and personal
data are confidential information of the ttb Financial Business Group. Suppliers shall use the
confidential information only for performing its duties and obligations as prescribed in the
agreement with the ttb Financial Business Group, and shall not disclose the confidential
information to any person without prior written consent from the ttb Financial Business Group.
The confidential information shall only be disclosed on a need to know basis and necessity as
described in the agreement, and in accordance with the applicable laws and regulations
including the data protection laws. In case of subcontracting, sharing of confidential
information of the ttb Financial Business Group should only be made with the consent of the
ttb Financial Business Group.

In case where Suppliers can access the personal data, Suppliers will have in place effective policies and security
protection technologies to ensure that personal data shall be kept at international standard; Suppliers shall further
comply with the ttb Financial Business Group 's policies relating to confidentiality, security and data privacy
protection. Suppliers are prohibited from collecting, using disclosing, or transferring the personal data without
prior written consent from the ttb Financial Business Group.

Suppliers shall provide and maintain the information technology security measures including risk of cyber threat
to protect the ttb Financial Business Group’s confidential information from risk of unlawful disclosure and/or any
leakage. Suppliers shall manage the ttb Financial Business Group’s confidential information within its
responsibility conforming to the applicable laws, regulations and relevant government notifications, including but
not limited to the IT Minimum Standard of the Bank of Thailand. Suppliers shall also conduct a monthly
assessment of such security measures as required by the ttb Financial Business Group.
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5. Free Competition (Asuaivziuacineia’)

Suppliers shall commit to the principle of free competition and not engage in collusive bidding, price fixing, price
discrimination, or other unfair trade practices.
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6. Intellectual Property (nsntidunvilaieyn)

Suppliers shall not infringe the intellectual property of any person by having appropriate work procedure to
safeguard and maintain confidential information or trade secrets of its business partners and use such information
only for the purposes allowed by the agreements.
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7. Conflicts of Interest (diautivnrvnailsziaa)

Suppliers will disclose to the ttb Financial Business Group any situation that may appear to be a conflict of
interest, and disclose to the ttb Financial Business Group if any employee of the Bank or its financial business
companies is a family member or a friend of the Supplier's employee or may have an interest of any kind in
Supplier’s business.
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8. Social and working conditions (13aulaniedeauuazn1siineu)

Suppliers shall recognize and be committed to upholding the human rights of their employees and treat them
with dignity. Suppliers shall respect the following standards, irrespective of the applied working arrangement, be
it direct employment, hire of work, subcontracting, or any other form.
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9. Freely Chosen Employment (dssclun1stdann1saneenu)

Suppliers shall not, under any circumstances, use forced, bonded or indentured labor or involuntary prison labor.
Employment is voluntary.
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10. Child Labor Avoidance (uéntdusn1sladuseiuidn)

Suppliers shall not, under any circumstances, use child labor as defined by International Labor Organization (ILO)
and United Nations Convention and/or national law, whichever is more stringent.
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11. Compensation (a1anauunu)

Suppliers shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations and industry standards concerning wages and benefits.
Wages and benefits paid for a standard working shall meet at least legal minimum standards. They should always
be sufficient to meet basic needs of workers and their families. Deductions from wages as a disciplinary measure
shall not be permitted unless authorized by applicable law and by a freely negotiated collective bargaining
agreement in force.
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12. Working Hours (211u19n1541911)

Suppliers shall comply with all applicable laws, regulations and industry standards on working hours including
overtime, break time, and holiday periods. Suppliers shall obtain the consent of employees for working overtime
or during holidays and permit employees to take holidays and leave in accordance with the law.

Suppliers recognize that environmental responsibility and applicable environmental laws, regulations and industry
standards.

Suppliers shall also maintain documentation on the due diligence process in their own supply chains. Suppliers
shall provide the ttb Financial Business Group with this documentation and other information demonstrating
adherence to this Code upon the ttb Financial Business Group’s requested.
